Typical words of Present Perfect 
 Already – už 

 I have already seen the movie (Už jsem ten film viděl) 

 Before – už, dříve (v blíže nespecifikované minulosti) 

 They have seen the movie before (Už ten film viděli) 

 So far – do této doby 
 She has made that mistake many times so far (Do této chvíle tu chybu udělala 

už mockrát) 

 Still – ještě, ještě ne 
 I still haven‘t read your letter. (Ještě jsem tvůj dopis nepřečetl) 

 Up to now - doteď 
 We have never argued up to now (Do této chvíle jsme se ještě nikdy nepohádali) 

 Ever - někdy 
 Have you ever visited Tokyo? (Už jsi někdy navštívil Tokio?) 

 Never – nikdy 
 I have never been to New York (Nikdy jsem nebyl v New Yorku) 

 Yet – ještě ne 
 She hasn‘t come yet. (Ještě nepřišla) 

 Just – právě 
 We have just opened the window, don‘t close it, please. (Právě jsme to okno
