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first conditional
If you don't study, 

you will fail the test.



Function

We use the first conditional to express possibility in the present 
or in the future.

� If I miss the bus, I will be late for school.

� I'll be very happy if you help me with my homework.

� If he passes the exam, we'll celebrate.



How to form first conditional

The subordinate clause (If-clause) has a verb in the
present simple. The main clause is always in the future. 

If + present + future (will).  

If it rains tomorrow, we will stay home.

or

Future + if +present.

We will stay home if it rains tomorrow.



Create the first conditional

� If it (rain), I (not go) to the park.

� If I (study) today, I (go) to the party tonight.

� If I (have) enough money, I (buy) some new shoes.

� She (be) late if the train (be) delayed.

� She (miss) the bus if she (not leave) soon.

� If I (see) her, (tell) her.

� If you (put down) the gun, I (not call) the police
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
